Caucus Report

Almost 200 Republican activists and guests
from the 19 county Third Congressional District
Republicans gathered on Saturday, April 17 in Eau
Claire.  The annual district caucus started one and
one half hours prior to the official welcome with a
rally for Dale Schultz, candidate for U.S. Congress. 
The caucus itself was opened by Third District GOP
Chairman Dennis Shaw dedicating the caucus in the

name of former St. Croix County Chairman Gary
Sachse who died earlier this year in a traffic
accident.  The caucus host, Eau Claire County GOP,
also recognized the life and contributions of Gordon
"Gordy" Sill.

After a brief history of the Republican Party
by Eau Claire's David Duax, the delegates and
guests in attendance were spellbound by a speech by
former Iraqi citizen Emad Fentil who now lives in
Crawford County.  Emotions from laughter to near
tears were on the faces of caucus attendees as
Fentil told of his life under Saddam Hussein and of
stories related to him by family and friends in Iraq. 
His message was one of thanks to President Bush
and the American military for freeing his country. 
He feels it will be good to have Iraq govern itself,
but recognizes that they will still need help with
security.  He implored the United States to "never
give up" as Iraq and the other countries of the world
deserve the freedom we enjoy.

Next on the agenda to speak were the
Republican candidates for US Senate.  State Sen.
Bob Welch spoke first highlighting his more than 20
years of experience as a state legislator.  Tim
Michels  spoke of his military experience and of
expanding his family business to create jobs.
