Rallies Across Wisconsin Draw Hundreds in Support of McCallum-Farrow 

The Gov. McCallum “Final Push Bus Tour” continues its caravan across the state of Wisconsin, stopping for rallies along the way.  The rallies began Friday at the McCallum Campaign Headquarters in Madison, where 150 supporters heard Gov. McCallum’s message of jobs, no new taxes and optimism for the future.  

On Friday night, hundreds gathered at the GOP Headquarters in downtown La Crosse to cheer on Gov. McCallum and other Republicans on the ticket.  The energy in the room was electric and spilled out into the street where a movie theater marquee proclaimed, “Vote for Gov. McCallum.”  In contrast, Jim Doyle’s rally in La Crosse drew about 50 people, prompting the La Crosse Tribune to say, “Doyle’s welcome was warm but understated in comparison with the energetic GOP rally for Gov. Scott McCallum.”

The rallies continued Saturday in Hudson, where 120 people gathered to cheer on Gov. McCallum and Lt. Governor Farrow.  Several supporters claimed it to be the biggest GOP rally they’d ever seen in Hudson.  From there, it was on to Eau Claire for a rally at the Eau Claire County Expo Center and Wausau for a rally at the Zahn Dairy Farm.  A rally in Oshkosh at Robbin’s Restaurant on Sunday was the biggest yet, with more than 220 supporters.

The final rally will take place Monday night outside the Packer Hall of Fame in Green Bay before the Packers/Dolphins game at Lambeau Field.  That rally begins at 6.

Two polls show this race is a DEAD HEAT

WTMJ-TV 4 of Milwaukee confirmed the race for governor is a statistical tie by releasing an independent poll that shows a gap of just two points between Gov. McCallum and Jim Doyle. The WTMJ poll showed Jim Doyle with 38 percent and Scott McCallum with 36 percent. The poll has a margin of error 5 percent margin of error. 

A poll released Monday by Center for Urban Initiatives and Research showed identical numbers.

WTMJ-TV polled 450 likely voters between Oct. 24-27. The University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee Center for Urban Initiatives and Research (CUIR) conducted a poll of 505 residents (418 likely voters) between Oct. 21-24. 

Additionally, WTMJ-TV asked people which candidate would be most likely to raise their taxes. Jim Doyle was the clear winner with 37 percent selecting him and roughly half, 19 percent, naming McCallum. Respondents also believe that Scott McCallum is a better choice for cleaning up government than Jim Doyle.

"The people of Wisconsin understand that Scott McCallum is fighting for the taxpayers and fighting for reform," said Darrin Schmitz, McCallum Campaign manager. 
 

Bingo-Gate—“Investigation” leaves more questions than answers…Doyle lashes out at media for doing their job

In an awkward act of desperation, Jim Doyle lashed out at the media this weekend for reporting that Jim Doyle’s campaign sponsored an event in Kenosha where mentally disabled people were plied with money, kringle and beverages and then told they could “vote upstairs.”

The Doyle campaign issued a scathing statement that read, “The television report on WTMJ went too far in sensationalizing the story.”  (Nov. 2, 2002)

Doyle’s campaign further ranted, “WTMJ-TV and the news media across the state that have repeated these false charges against me on a daily basis should set the record straight.” (Nov. 2, 2002).

McCallum for Governor Campaign manager Darrin Schmitz said the attorney general should stop and reconsider his attacks on the media for doing their job.  Schmitz said, “The media’s videotape of the appalling incident speaks for itself.  And WTMJ-4 TV is rightfully sticking by their story.”

“There has been a lot of talk about the need for reform, about change.  But only one candidate – Scott McCallum – has had the courage to stand up and call for a real change in the way government and campaigns are run.  And only one candidate – Scott McCallum – has the courage to stand up and say the attempt to manipulate the disabled for votes is a new low for campaigns in Wisconsin.
